The readings this week ask us to look at our understanding 
and appreciation of God’s saving power in our lives.  Even 
in our times of weakness and sin in the Eucharist we 
celebrate God’s saving power to free us as people of God. 
 

The first reading speaks of the prophet Ezekiel’s response 
to God’s call in his life.  God warns the prophet of the 
difficulty of being sent to a people who were not open to 
accept the message.  We may at times feel we are not 
accepted by others but we must stand firm in the truth that 
God is with us. 
 

The second reading speaks of Paul's struggles with his 
sense of weakness.  But Paul seems to accept his position 
and continues to rely on God’s power in him.  “My grace is 
sufficient for you” has a power message for each of us.  
How many times have we come to an understanding of 
questions in our lives from a friend or coworker? 
 

The gospel gives the events of Jesus’ meeting with the 
people of his own town.  He is faced with questions and 
doubts.  Once again we are challenged to look for and 
accept God’s message sometimes when we least expect to 
hear it.  Let us pray that we might open our minds and 
hearts to hear the voice of God in our daily lives.
