Feast of Pentecost
“God With and For Us.”

The readings today challenge us to be open to the power,
the love of the three persons, Father, Son and Holy Spirit in
our lives.

We are called to reflect once again on those truths and
feasts that have been celebrated in the liturgies these past
weeks the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus. God is in
relationship: The Father loves the Son, the Son returns the
love of the Father, the Spirit binds them together in
personal unity.

The second reading speaks of the special relationship that
Jesus through his life shares with us. The Spirit has been
an important part of the lives of all people since the
beginning of time. The effect of the Spirit was experienced
when God created Adam, the disciples received the Spirit to
enable them to go forth with the message of Jesus. We too
receive the gifts of the Spirit in our celebration of Baptism,
and Confirmation.

The gospel gives the account of the disciples meeting with
Jesus but they had doubts about the events of the past
days and weeks. Jesus tells them that the Trinity will be
with them. He sends them forth to share the good news.
The Spirit of God is given to each of them and to each of us
the people of God here and now.

As we ponder these readings we need to be aware of God’s
Spirit in our lives. How are we called to share the Spirit this
day, this week as we encounter those searching for God’s
love and peace in their lives?
