Together
as the St. John Vianney Community we will offer hope and
true compassionate service to those who have the taste of
death in their mouths. They do not know how to speak or
act. We must show them the Way.

You are all in my prayers and heart during this Easter
festival. Thank you to the many parishioners who have sent
me notes, food, prayers and good wishes during this Easter
season. | made it through another Lent! | got up each
morning because many of you were there! This is how it
works in our Church. (Mt. 7:7-8) This parish will grow in a
city in which there is seemingly no growth, as long as we
pray for each other and lovingly reach out to those in need.
