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It is easy to talk about Christian values - loving others, 
sharing what we have, forgiving each other.  However much 
we may talk about such things, they are meaningless if our 
actions do not reflect our beliefs.  That is the hard part.  It is 
easier to “love everyone” than to love the annoying 
neighbor or coworker.  Sharing with those who appreciate 
what we offer is much easier than doing it anonymously or 
with those who resent our charity.  Forgiving a loved one is 
hard enough, never mind forgiving an enemy!  How well do 
your actions reflect your beliefs? 
 

Little children, let us love in deed and in truth  
and not merely talk about it.
