Students in grades 4, 6, and 8 took the lowa Test of Basic
Skills (ITBS) as well as three cognitive ability tests (CogAt).
The ITBS gives teachers and parents an idea of where
each student is performing in all subjects in comparison to
other students nationally. What is very important however
is to correlate the results of the achievement tests to the
results of the individual student’s ability tests. A student
with high ability scores should score well on the
achievement sections and likewise a student who with lower
scores on the ability tests should score in the appropriate
ranges academically. Eighty-eight percent of the 4th, 6th,
and 8th graders scored above their predicted composite
scores! (Predicted scores for academic achievement are
based on their ability test results.) Students scored an
average of 13 percentile points higher than their predicted
scores. Seventy percent of our students scored in the top
third of the national percentiles in academic achievement!
